The cooling and heating devices A2034-1 and 
A2035-1 can heat or cool down the temperature 
of the pump head with an external circulating 
water bath in the range of 0°C up to 120°C. 
Please check pumphead specification for maxi-
mum operating temperature. The cooling and 
heating devices can be used for all types of 
KNAUER pump heads independent of their size or 
inlay design. The Connection of the circulating 
water bath to the thermostatization device is eas-
ily made by using the supplied silicon tubings.

To attach the cooling device to the pump head, 
loosen and remove the two screws as indicated in 
the figure below. Set the device onto the head 
and affix it with the two longer screws included 
with the device.

Attaching
Precondition

 The pump is pressureless.

Tools

 Allen wrench, size 4 mm.

Process

1. Screw the two screws 1out of the pump head 
(s. Fig 2).

2. Set the cooling and heating device onto the 
head.

3. Affix it with the two longer screws 2included 
with the device (s. Fig 3).
